 The compiler gives errors such as the following when I compare a USAGE HANDLE item with NULL in a conditional expression. What

should I use instead of NULL? Should I use LOW-VALUE?

 

 --S: Illegal condition IF; file = swlibsSWMESG.PL, line = 1005, col 4Â 

 

 Here is an example:

 

000000 IF CUST-FONT-HANDLE NOT = NULL

000000 MOVE CUST-FONT-HANDLE TO TEXT-FONT-HANDLE

000000 MOVE NULL TO CUST-FONT-HANDLE.

I also get errors on MOVE NULL when the destination item is USAGE HANDLE.
